The 40 Days:  The period mirrors the 40 days Jesus spent 

in the wilderness, as well as the 40 years the Israelites 

wandered in the desert. 

Definition:  The term has Germanic roots referring to 

the lengthening of days of springtime, signifying 

renewal. 

Goal:  It is a time for “weeding out” sins, fostering self-
discipline and drawing closer to God through increased 
prayer and reflection.   
 

Core Practices 
Fasting and Abstinence:  Traditionally, Christians fast or 

give up luxuries like meat, dairy, or indulgences (like 

sweets or social media). 

Prayer:  A deeper focus on bible study and personal 

reflection. 

Almsgiving:  A commitment to charity and helping those 

in need.
